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This pattern is for three styles of vest:  a military style 

(replicating that of the soldiers), a high button vest and a V-necked 
mid-height vest. Optional welt pockets can be added, if desired.    
The back of the vest is straight across and designed to come even 
with the waistband of the trousers.  The vest can be adjusted using a 
buckle and belt in the back, so it can be made with room for growth.  
Depending on the fabric chosen this style of vest would have been 
worn from the early 50’s through the early 1900’s.    

Fabric Requirements 
REMEMBER TO ALLOW FOR EXTRA FABRIC IF      
YOU NEED TO  MATCH A STRIPE OR PLAID 

 
Fashion fabric: ½ yd for 4, 6 and 8 sizes 

 ¾ yd for 10,12 and size 14 
Back fabric:    ½ yd for 4, 6 and 8 sizes 

 ¾ yd for 10,12 and size 14 
Lining (muslin) 1 – 1 ¼ yds 45” wide muslin or neutral colored cotton 
½” buttons – number depending on style of vest chosen and size 
1 – 1” vest belt buckle or slide 
 
Sizing: 
Use (1) Chest to choose the size desired, by comparing the chest measurements.

Waist 21 22 24 25 26 27
